(2)  Each event sponsor is responsible for doing the 

following tasks:

(a) Publish (by E-mail) a copy of the FRAGO, for the 

event, 30 days prior to the competition date to the Brigade S3 point of contact.

(b)  Complete a risk assessment worksheet and issue general safety and playing instructions prior to the event.  

Reserve the playing field/court/facility/etc. and ensure necessary equipment is available (except individual equipment such as golf clubs, baseball gloves, etc.)  This can be done through Mr. Krull, Fort Detrick Sports Director.  The event will take place at locations designated by the sponsoring unit.  Each competing team is responsible for providing its own transportation and paying its own user fees (e.g., golf, bowling) as applicable.   

(c) Provide a tournament director (someone in charge) for each event.  Provide a minimum of two officials per event.  The officials may be members of other units.  OFFICIALS WILL NOT PARTICIPATE IN ANY PART OF THE EVENT THAT THEY OFFICIATE.  
(e)  Have a plan for medical support, should it be 

needed.

(f) Provide drinking water, as appropriate.

(g) Provide total points from each event, not later 

than 1200 hours the next duty day, to the Brigade S3 POC.

d.  Administrative/logistics.

(1)  All participants, in the competition, will 

play with their unit of assignment.  This includes all military and civilian employees. 

(2)  Any protest, not resolved by the event referee, 

will be resolved on the spot by that event tournament director.  All decisions by the tournament director are final.

(3)  Unsportsman-like conduct by any competitor will 

result in their ejection from the event.

(4) Presentation of the Commander’s Cup will take 

place at the Brigade Run (TBD).  The overall winner will be decided by an accumulative point system.  The format for the program points chart will be provided as enclosure 2.  The following point system will be in effect for each event.



- First Place Unit

3 points




- Second Place Unit

2 points




- Third Place Unit

1 point




- Forfeit/No Show

0 points

(5)  Safety is of the utmost importance throughout the 

competition.  Unsafe acts will not be tolerated.  All participants will be advised prior to each event of potential safety hazards associated with the competition (e.g., field conditions, equipment hazards, weather conditions, etc.)  Precautionary measures must be taken prior to the event to preclude potential injury.

(6)  The winning unit will maintain the Commander’s Cup 

for 1 year or until presentation of the following year Commander’s Cup.  The 2001 Commander’s Cup winner will make the trophy available for presentation at the Brigade Run (TBA).
